Meeting, January 19, 2010.  
 

To begin, I wish to thank the retiring Vestry 

members:  Senior Warden, Paul Babb; Junior 

Warden, Jim Weatherly; Clerk Joye Ar-

buckle; Finance Committee Member, Chris Ol-

son.  Their commitment and devotion to Good 

Shepherd and our life together is phenome-

nal.  They are examples of why we can have a 

Good Shepherd.  They have carried on in a 

tradition that goes back to each and every 

Vestry here.  And I know them all ð I know 

every Vestry person who has served in our 

history.  

 

Fifteen years ago this week, Lannette and I 

accepted the call to come here and plant

Good Shepherd Church.  We moved here the 

beginning of March 15 years ago and have 

never looked back!

Sr. Warden Babbõs Final Remarks at 

the 14th Annual Parish meeting 
Before I begin, I would like to express my 

deepest appreciation and gratitude for 

your support of my ministry as your Sen-

ior Warden over the last two years. I 

want you to know that I have tried to give 

my all in service to the mission and minis-

try of this parish as I have witnessed 

firsthand your unwavering dedication and 

commitment to Good Shepherd. I would 

like to take this opportunity to make some additional re-

marks in regards to my 2009 Annual Report.  
 

I would like to highlight two main themes for 2009 and this 

coming year ð Balance and Staying the Course. What do I 

mean by balance? All of us understand the concept of keep-

ing some type of cohesion, order, and control in our lives. I 

see people everyday whose lives have spiraled out of control 

and they desperately seek answers to right themselves in 

order to regain their identity. Think about the church as a 

whole for a minute. Where do people turn in a moment of 

crisis? How packed were the seats the Sunday after 9 -11. 

What about a major life event such as a baptism, a wedding, 

or a funeral? As Christians, we seek balance through our re-

lationship with God and what a magnificent gift this truly is.  
 

So here we are at a crossroads in the life of Good Shepherd. 

We struggle with the balance between our earthly needs and 

our spiritual needs. We have a budget that must be funded 

with earthly monies in order to support and nurture our spiri-

tual programming. Or is it the other way around? Do we need 

to take a spiritual inventory of our lives and let the Creator 

take control as He always has in providing for His mission and 

ministry?  
 

Where is the balance in this conundrum? So far Iõve done a 

decent job of throwing out questions so it might be appropri-

ate to start with an answer. Itõs easier than you think. The 

answer lies in prayer. Prayer leads to discernment, discern-

ment leads to action, and action leads to mission. As long as 

God is in the center of our hearts and minds, we will find the 

balance we so desperately seek ð not only in our lives, but in 

the life of Good Shepherd.  
 

Now on to part two ð Staying the Course. There is no debat-

ing the following statement ð we have come a long long way, 

but we still have a long long way to go. Isnõt that the call of 

Christian discipleship? We have set out on our own path here 

at Good Shepherd and we now must do everything in our 

earthly power to realize Godõs heavenly vision for this place. 

How do we accomplish such a bold and daunting task? Here I 

go again with the questions, but the answer is just as easy as 

the first one. Take a look around this Sanctuary. Thereõs 

your answer. We are leaders and followers in this endeavor. I 

cannot thank Randy, Cynthia, Holly, and Lannette enough for 

their passionate leadership at Good Shepherd. This past 

year they answered the call in managing the bottom line while 

increasing the programming and ministry of this church. 

Thereõs Jim Weatherly our Jr. Warden whoõs wise and re-

flective counsel helped me to discern and realize my efforts 

as the Sr. Warden. I certainly canõt go any further without 

recognizing the outstanding work of Paul Eggers and Susan 

Hailey in managing the day to day financial operations. I 

would also like to acknowledge the other members of the 

Vestry along with those elected here this evening who give 

of themselves month in and month out to fight our battle of 

balance. In addition, I want to recognize all of the dedicated 

leaders who volunteer their time and effort to make Good 

Shepherd the spiritual home of so many people.  
 

And finally, you have been very patient with me, but I must 

wholeheartedly thank my wife, Carla. She is the unseen foot 

soldier in my role of service to you. Whether it was another 

dinnerless night without her husband or another few hours 

to watch the kids, she has been the backbone of a balanced 

and focused Sr. Warden. She is one heck of an editor and 

she will certainly not miss my trials and tribulations with the 

written or spoken word.  
 

Regardless of the journey and the changes that will ensue, 

we have the means to stay the course and continue our work 

of spreading the Good News not only inside these walls, but 

to the world outside of them. Fellow parishioners of Good 

Shepherd, continue to seek balance in our common life to-

gether and stay the course.
